General Description

Students will work from a gridded photograph to produce a Chuck Close-inspired “Big Self-Portrait” using oil paint sticks.

Cognitive Goals:  (Bloom)

1. Understand the element of value
1.1. Match values in painting to values in photograph

2. Understand the principle of proportion.
2.1. Use photo gridding strategy to achieve accurate proportions
3. Understand color blending strategies. 

3.1. Create shadows using complementary colors

Affective Goals:  (Krathwohl)
1. Appreciate the aesthetic qualities of oil paint sticks
2. Focus to create an original self-portrait
3. Share outcomes with other students

Psycho/Motor Skill Goals (Simpson)

1. Control medium of oil paint sticks to create a full-color portrait

1.1. Blend medium with fingers across large areas of color

1.2. Apply medium with paintbrush in detailed areas
2. Use ruler and chalk to create a measured grid of 4” squares across mat board

3. Use ruler and pen to create a measured grid of 1” squares across photograph

Vocabulary: defined
Value: An element of art; the overall lightness or darkness of a color
Proportion: A principle of art; the size relationship between elements.

Monoprint: A print that is created only once. Unlike other prints, these are generally spontaneous and made without a matrix.
Matrix: An object upon which a design has been formed and which is then used to make an impression on a piece of paper, thus creating a print.

Monochromatic: A color scheme using only one color.
Complementary: A set of two colors opposite each other on the color wheel.

Analogous: A set of three colors adjacent to each other on the color wheel.

Triadic: A set of three colors evenly spaced around the color wheel.

III.
TEACHING STRATEGIES
A. Motivation:  (Artistic, Intellectual, Imaginative, Kinesthetic) describe
Students will have the exciting opportunity to work on a very large scale.

B.
Methodology/Procedures  (Hunter)

1. T presents PowerPoint of famous self-portraits
1.1. T leads S in discussion of color choices

1.2. T highlights how use of value is more important in defining form than use of color

1.3. T introduces Chuck Close, shows Close’s method of working (using grid)

2. T demos gridding mat board.
2.1. Using ruler, T measures every 4” on each side

2.2. T lines up opposing dots with yardstick

2.3. T draws chalk line along yard stick edge.

3. T distributes mat board

4. S grid mat board as demoed

5. While S grid, T begins taking S photos

5.1. T sets up clamp light at eye level and turns off lights in that half of the room

5.2. T pulls S over one at a time to pose next to light, ensuring face has interesting shadows and high contrast.

5.3. T photographs each S.

5.4. T prints all photos at 8” x 10” and returns to respective S’s.

DAY TWO

6. S finish gridding mat board.

7. S grid photographs with 1” grids using ruler and pen.

8. S begin drawing outlines of face on mat board.

8.1. Using chalk, s draw each square faithfully to scale on mat board.

8.2. While S work, T circulates room correcting mistakes and praising excellent work.

DAY THREE

9. T demos oil paint stick blending.
9.1. T removes skin from red, yellow, brown and white oil paint sticks with paper towel.

9.2. T explains they will start with areas of brightest highlight, asks S where that would be on T exemplar

9.2.1. S answer

9.3. T draws on T exemplar to create highlight/flesh tone

9.3.1. T scribbles on red, yellow, brown, and white, then blends with 3 fingertips together to create smooth flesh tone, adjusting as necessary.

9.3.2. T explains that for shadows, blue and brown together will create a deep, neutral shadow.

10. S begin oil paint stick process with areas of greatest highlight on cheek

DAY FOUR

11. S add areas of highlight on nose and forehead

DAY FIVE

12. S add areas of highlight on chin, neck, and upper lip

DAY SIX

13. S add midtones on cheek and nose

DAY SEVEN

14. S add midtones on forehead and chin.

DAY EIGHT

15. S add shadows on cheek
DAY NINE

16. S add shadows on forehead and chin

DAY TEN

17. S add shadows on neck and edge of face

DAY ELEVEN

18. S paint eyes using brush and turpentine


DAY TWELVE

19. S paint mouth using brush and turpentine

DAY THIRTEEN

20. S draw base color of hair

DAY FOURTEEN

21. S add highlights to hair

DAY FIFTEEN

22. S resolve any rough boundaries between facial features

DAY SIXTEEN

23. S add background color behind figure.

DAY SEVENTEEN

24. T leads S in group critique

24.1. T angles all easels toward center of room so all works may be viewed simultaneously

24.2. T asks S to begin by discussing something they like

24.3. T facilitates student-led critique by encouraging use of art terms and supporting evidence for things they “like” or think are “cool”
